A LOCAL LAW REGULATING THE DISPOSAL OF
SLUDGE, SEWAGE SLUDGE AND SEPTAGE
WITHIN THE TOWN OF NANTICOKE

Be it enacted by the Town Board of the Town of Nanticoke'és followséi‘ﬁ

Section 1. PURPOSE

1.1 The Town Board of the Town of Nanticoke (herelnafter referréd.
to as Town) hereby finds and determlnes that the dlsposal of sludge
sewage sludge, or septage Wlthln the Town poses a potentlal threat
the health and safety of the re51dents of the Town and to anlmal and
plant life within the Town. .

potential ioss of cropland resource from contamination withﬁhéavy_

metals or other toxic substances; and odor and noise and other nulsance
conditions; by regulatlng the dlspOsal of sludge, sewage sludge, an

2.5 "sludge" means the accumulated semi-solid or fluld suspen31onr ﬁgﬂ
of settled solids deposited from wastewaters or from other fluids or

process waste streams. Sludge shall not include manure,,agrlcultural

crop residues and food processing residuals that may be stock plled

prior to feeding animals.

Section 3. PROHIBITION

3.1 No person shall in any manner dispose oﬁ or oeuée toiﬁe'
disposed of, any sludge, sewage sludge or septage within the Town of

Nanticoke except as hereinafter authorized in Section 4

Section 4. CONDITIONS FOR DISPOSAL

4.1 The only sludge allowed to be dlsposed thhln the Town shall
be sewage sludge which shall have only low levels of contamlnants and
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which shall only be applied to the land." Sludge from ah§ Erests
Plant which receives waste stream discharges from 1ndustr1al facll;tles
shall be allowed only if that treatment plant enforces a mandato
disclosure requirement such that all pollutants,ln the sludge;ar'
identified. Sludge quality, application rates and proeeauresffe;;_{
disposal are hereinafter set forth in Secﬁion 5. u
