Nanticoke is no longer a sélf—contained and mostly self-
sufficient tmwnsﬁip based pfimarily on farming. The Town has -
become a "bedroom" community interdependent with its
neighbors. With the :ontinuedrdBCrease in working farms and
the concurrent availability a¥-laﬁd for other uses, change is
likeiy to accelerate. These changésAﬁust be anticipated and
planned for in order to reduce the negative impacts and
maintain the rural qﬁalities of life which make Nanticoke zo
attractive.

A tomprehensive plan must be fluid in order to be
effective. Also, the plan must be continually updated to
account for the unforeseen. The plan‘must be cnnsidefed the
"blueprint" for all discussions and actiohs taken by all

ievels of Nanticoke Town government so that commupity goals

-angd objectives can be achieved in an orderly and

comprrehensive way.

The Town of Nanticoke FPlanning. Board conducted a study
of the various factors influencing the growth and development
of Nanticoke with these goals in mind; It has been the desire
of the Flanning EBoard to bring public opinian'intm the :
planning process as mﬁch as pasﬁible. Towards this goal an
anonymous questionnaire was mailed to 561 vdters registered
in the Town of Nanticoke in the fall of 1987. This survey

The Nanticoke-Maine vallay was first sattiéd by the
Nanticoke Indian Tribe. The Iroquois Nation allowed the
Nanticakes to live here after they had been pushed out nf
Maryland. In a treaty at Herkimer in 1785, the land of
Broome, Coétland; and Tioga Counties was sold by the
Tuscarmra.and Oneida Tribes, and,-in 1788 in the Treaty of
Fart 8tanwix, all other Indian titles to this area wéra
endead.

In 1786, at the Hartford Convention, 230,400 acres were
ceded to Massaéhugetts for develqpment..This land was divided
ana sold to sixty people (the Boston Pu#chase), most of whom
sold lots for a profit without ever seeing their investment.
Philip Councilmam and family were the first white settlers to
arrive in 1793. They settled the arsa now known as Glen
Aubrey (then called Councilman®s Settlement). The Isaac Lamb
family formed Lambs Corners in 1804 (renamgd Nanticake in

1?91}. At that time, the area was-ﬁart of what was known as
i .

“Thé Btate of Lisle.® In 1831 Lisle was divided intu.the
téwns of Lisle, Triangle,'Barkék, and Nanticoke (with
Nanticoke receiving 15,142 acres), because a large population
gquth made the larger town increasingly diffiﬁult to govern.
Nanti:nkg continued to grow until it reached its peak |
population for the 1800s of 1058 in 1870.

D?velnpment projection for the Town of Nanticocke is #
populétian of 1720 in 1990 and remaining the same through the
year 2000. Due to several factors we feel this figure is
prﬁbably incorrect. There has been an increase in the number
of mobile home sites in the Tagn sinéa 1950 because of
expansion of existing mobile home garks and the development
~ef a new park with a permit for 100 ﬁlus sites. Population
growth Has been limited in the pést by the small amnunf of |
land available for develmpmeqt due to the large number of
farms. This, however, is likely to change. Nanticnke has
seen a steady decrease in the number of working farms as the
ciderrgeneration retires with no one to pasé the farm on to
and as marginal farm land becomes increasingly unprofitable
to work. We can expect more and more acreage to be put up -
for sale both to pay off debts aﬁd as a result of.
inheritance., Although the Town may not experience the high
rate of growth seen in the twenty years between 1960 and
1980, it would seam that growth will continue for tﬁe next
twénty years. o N

4. Income and Poverty

As can be seen from Table 6,.the medi an famil? income
has nearly doubled in each of the last two decades. Even
considering the inflation of the dollar, these statistics
indicate a healthier family income status.tmday than existed
ten to twenty years ago. Table 5 shows the range of family:
intome in the Town of Nanticoke in 1980. Also, nearly 90% of
the people in the Town had incomes above the poverty level.
This compares very closely with the overall Cﬂuﬁty figures

(Table 7).
